There is a natural struggle between parents and teens.

Word to parents: Be responsible; God expects you to guide your teenager.

Word to teens: Be patient with your parents; they don’t easily give up control
The story offers guidance when a parent and TEEN collide. Lk. 15:11-24 

Tension: Understand that most struggles between teens 

 and parents are about who is in control of what.    vs. 11-16

Word to teens: Be careful of feelings; they take you to places you don’t belong.

Word to parents: Make the teen face the consequences of their choices. 
Expectation: Realize that the most rebellious can have a change of heart. vs. 17-19

Word to teens:  Be honest enough to face your mistakes.

Word to parents: :  Commit your teen to God's keeping through prayer. 
Expression: Never quit loving one another and expressing your love.  vs. 20-22

Word to teens: Be humble; don’t be afraid to come home. 




2. 
Word to parents:  Love your teen steadfastly and unconditionally.

Neutralization: Reconcile with each other through Christ.  vs. 23-24

Word to those who are reconciling: Forgive each other thoroughly.
