The point:  Jesus told these stories so that we as believer would 





  have such a deep concern for people who are lost 





  that we would act on their behalf. 

The two stories tell us how to ACT on their behalf.  Luke 15:1-10    
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Address their stupidity and rebellion with the compassion of Jesus.  vs. 1-2

Care enough about them to act with great effort.  vs 4,8

Take on a reaction of perseverance.  vs 4, 8
